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Temple University hosted the 13th Annual Northeast Atlantic Sport Psychology Conference in Philadelphia on March 25 and 26. A total of 119 people participated in 28 presentations during the weekend, including 99 students from 21 colleges: Antioch University, Boston University, Chestnut Hill College, Drexel University, Earlham College, George Washington University, Ithaca College, James Madison University, Lock Haven University, Montclair State University, The Pennsylvania State University, Rutgers University, Seton Hall University, Springfield College, Temple University, United States Military Academy, University of Connecticut, University of Delaware, University of Illinois-Chicago, University of Pennsylvania, and University of the Rockies.

Penn State’s Dr. David Yukelson provided an impassioned, energetic and informative keynote address on the “Delivery of Sport Psychology Services in the Intercollegiate Athletic Environment.” His presentation was full of career advice, food for thought, and humor; it also served to weave together the subsequent presentations; throughout the weekend, attendees and other presenters consistently referred back to the touchstones of his talk. 
Attendees also had the opportunity to pre-register for a special workshop on "Starting Your Consulting Business," in which Dr. John Coumbe-Lilley from the University of Illinois at Chicago provided guidance in developing a focal point and business plan, along with experiential activities that allowed participants to clarify their goals and practice networking skills. He provided individualized feedback to each participant and was on hand for assorted impromptu business and career discussions during the conference.

Other NASP highlights included the Student Involvement Seminar, featuring presentations by the AASP and APA Division 47 student liaisons, career panels and consultant skills workshops, student paper and poster sessions featuring research on a wide variety of topics, and Saturday's raffle, in which students took home prizes ranging from books to clothing. In light of the variety of institutions represented, networking opportunities were plentiful, and attendees departed with renewed energy and enthusiasm. The most common farewell comment?
