Midwest Sport and Exercise Psychology Symposium
The 21st Annual Midwest Sport and Exercise Psychology Symposium was held on February 18th and 19th at Miami University in Oxford, Ohio.  We had a total of 82 attendees, including one high school student from Prospect High School in Indiana and several undergraduate students. Students and faculty members were in attendance from Ball State University, Bowling Green University, Capital University, Kent State, Miami University, Michigan State, Ohio State, Purdue University, University of Northern Iowa, University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee, and West Virginia University. 
	Over the course of two days, there were 23 student presentations and an AASP initiatives presentation.  Instead of hosting a keynote speaker, we decided to hold a keynote Panel. Our panel members were Dr. Jack Watson, AASP Certified Consultant and professor at West Virginia University, Dr. Barbara Walker, AASP Certified Consultant from the Center for Human Performance in Cincinnati, Ohio, and Nate Lie, a former Miami athlete, current Miami soccer coach and Master’s student in Sport Studies. The panel introduced themselves and spoke briefly about their careers in sport psychology and coaching. After introductions, the floor was opened for questions and conversations about our field of sport psychology. The panel lasted an hour and fifteen minutes and sparked some great debates, advice for students and young professionals, and discussion of the future of sport psychology.  
	Aside from the panel, another conference highlight was the after dinner social and trivia game on Friday, February, 18th.  Attendees were broken into teams with the stipulation that there could not be more than three people from one school on each team.  The first half of the trivia game asked various sports questions (i.e., top grossing sports movies, mascots, Olympics, Superbowl trivia, Hall of Fame, etc). The next round took the top three scoring teams and allowed the rest of the crowd to participate individually to a picture slide show of athletes. The team that correctly identified the most athletes won a prize as well as the individual who identified the most. The winning team was comprised of students from West Virginia, Miami University, Michigan State, and Wisconsin-Milwaukee, and the individual winner was Dr. Weinberg from Miami University. 
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
